1. Sew one 2" x 22" strip of each of fabrics B, O, P, Q and J together as shown. Cut a 45° angle
at one end. Cut four 2s" strips from the stripset. Label as strip #1.

2. Repeat step 1 for the following stripsets, labeling as indicated:
Strip #2: fabrics O, B, Q, J and I.
Strip #3: fabrics P, Q, B, | and H.
Strip #4: fabrics Q, J, I, B and G.
Strip #5: fabrics J, I, H, G and B.

3. Stitch the strips together as shown. Label as Diamond A. Make four diamonds.
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Diamond B:
Make 12

4. Make three stripsets using the 2" x WOF strips of fabrics B and F. Stagger the strips and cut
a 45° angle from one end. Cut into (24) 2's" pieces. Stitch the pieces together as shown to make
twelve diamond four-patch units.

5. Cut a 45° angle from one end of one fabric B 2" x WOF strip. Cut a total of (36) diamonds
from four fabric B 2's" strips.

6. Cut a 45° angle from each end of twelve fabric E 28" x 7%s" rectangles as shown. Cut the
remaining twelve rectangles in the other direction.

7. Stitch one fabric E shape to the diamond four-patch. Stitch one fabric B diamond to one end of
one fabric E shape as shown then stitch to the other side of the unit.

8. Repeat steps six and seven using the fabric D 28" x 978" rectangles.

9. Repeat steps six and seven using the fabric C 28" x 124" rectangles. Label as Diamond B.
Make twelve diamonds.

10. Following steps 1-3, use the following 24" x WOF strips to make the diamond strips. Make
two of each stripset. Cut sixteen 2'&" slices from the stripsets.

Strip #1: fabrics R, J, S, H and |
Strip #2: fabrics J, S, H,  and K
Strip #3: fabrics S, H, I, Kand L
Strip #4: fabrics H, |, K, L and M
Strip #5: fabrics I, K, L, M and N
Make sixteen diamonds and label as Diamond C.

Block D:
Make 8

11. Stitch two fabric T, two fabric U and one fabric K template B pieces together as shown.

12. Use curved piecing to add one fabric J template C, one fabric A template D and one fabric A
template A. Square to 124". Make eight blocks.
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Block E:
Make 8

13. Stitch two fabric N, two fabric M and one fabric L template B pieces together as shown.

14. Use curved piecing to add one fabric K template C, one fabric A template D and one fabric A
template E. Make eight blocks.

Block F:
Make 8

15. Repeat step 13.

16. Use curved piecing to add one fabric K template C, one fabric A template D and one fabric A
template A. Square to 124". Make eight blocks.
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Assembly:
17. Stitch the four Diamond A and four Diamond B together as shown, preparing for inset seams.
18. Use inset seams to add Block D.

19. Use inset seams to add the remaining diamond units.

20. Use inset seams to add Blocks E and F. Then add four fabric A 124" squares to the corners
using inset seams. Quilt should measure 802" square.

21. Cut two fabric A 5" x WOF strips in half. Add a whole strip to each end of each piece to make
four 2% strip lengths. Add to quilt, mitering corners.

Finishing:
22. Layer, baste and quilt as desired.
23. Bind with ten fabric B 22" x WOF strips.
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
