Note: It is very important to mark and store the cut pieces according to size, as this will make it
much easier when you start piecing.
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Block Assembly
Star Block:

1. Sew the short sides of a Fabric E and D 4 %" triangle together as shown below.

2. Sew the short sides of a Fabric F and E 4 %" triangle together as shown below.

3. Sew the pieced triangles from Steps 1 and 2 together on long diagonal sides to make a
Quarter Square Triangle (QST). Square up to 3 ¥2". Make 4.

4. Sew a Fabrlc D 3 1/z” square to both sides of a QST from Step 3 to make Row 1 of the Star
Block. Square up to 9 2" x 3 %2". Make 2.

Row 1 --

5. Sew the Fabric F side of a QST from Step 3, to both sides of a Fabric G fussy cut 3 2" square
to make Row 2 of the Star Block. Square up to 9 72" x 3 2".

6. Sew a Row 1 from Step 4 to the top of Row 2. Rotate and sew the remaining Row 1 to the
bottom of Row 2 to complete the block. Square up to 9 ¥2"”. Make 15.

Star Block -->
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Cross Block: Sew a scant %" seam allowance for this block.

7. Sew a Fabric B 1 7/8" square to both sides of a Fabric C 1 7/8" square. Square up to 1 7/8" x
4 %". Make 2.

8. Sew a unit from Step 7 to both long sides of a Fabric C 1 7/8" x 4 %" rectangle to make a 9
atch block center. Sew aside.

9. Sew the short sides of a Fabric A 3 %" triangle to a Fabric B 1 7/8" square.

10. Sew the long side of a Fabric A 1 7/8" triangle to the top of the unit in Step 9. Sew a Fabric B
17/8" x 4 %" rectangle to the bottom. Make 2.

11. Sew the unit in Step 10 to both sides of the 9-patch unit in Step 8. This is the middle row of the
block. Set aside.

12. Repeat Step 10, and sew the short side of a Fabric A 3 %" triangle to both sides of the unit to
complete a new pieced triangle. Make 2.
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13. Sew the long side of the pieced triangle in Step 12 to the top and bottom of the middle row
in Step 11 to complete the block center. Square up to 8 ¥2". If your block is a little off in size, the
outer borders will compensate for it.

14. Sew the Fabric A 1 2" x 8 12" strips to 2 opposite sides of the block. Sew the 1 12" x 9 2"
strips to the remaining 2 sides. Square up the block to 9 ¥2". Make 15.

Cross Block -->

Quilt Assembly

15. Sashing rows will consist of (5) Fabric | 2 2" x 9 2" Sashing rectangles with (4) Fabric H 2 2"
squares sewn in between the rectangles as shown Make 5.
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Assembly of Row:

16. The quilt center is made of 6 horizontal rows of 5 blocks each, with sashing in between each
block, and sashing rows in between each block row.

17. Following diagram for placement and rotation of each block, sew each row in the order stated
from left to right.

18. Cross Block Row: Sew the long side of a Fabric | 2 2" x 9 2" Sashing rectangle in between
each block. Row 1 will be sewn with (3) Cross Blocks and (2) Star Blocks with sashing only between
each block asshown Make 3.
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19. Star Block Row: Sew the long side of a Fabric | 2 /2" x 9 2" Sashing rectangle in between each
block. Row 2 will be sewn with (3) Star Blocks and (2) Cross Blocks. Make 3.
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20. Starting with a Row 1, sew a Sashing Row to the bottom of Row 1.

21. Sew a Star Block Row 2 to the bottom of the Sashing Row. Continue in this manner, alternating
the Rows 1 and 2 with Sashing Rows in between until you have all 6 Block rows with Sashing rows
sewn together to make the quilt center.

The diagram below shows all 3 Cross Block Rows alternating with the Star Block Rows and Sashing
Rows in between. When you are finished you will have 6 Horizontal block rows with Sashing.

Outer Border:

23. Sew the Fabric J 5" x 64 V2" strips to the sides of the quilt. Sew the Fabric J 5" x 62 2" strips
to the top and bottom of the quilt.

24. Layer the quilt top with batting and backing; quilt as desired. Using the Fabric K 2 2" strips,
bind the edges to finish.
