pieced blocks:
(3) 2” x WOF strips.
__Subcut (50) 2” squares.
sashing rectangles:
(7) 2-1/2” x WOF strips.
__Subcut (20) 2-1/2” x 12-1/2” rectangles.
sashing strips:
(6) 2-1/2” x WOF strips. Piece strips and subcut
__(4) 2-1/2” x 53-1/2” strips.
inner border:
(7) 4” x WOF strips. Piece strips and subcut
__(2) 4” x 60-1/2” strips and (2) 4” x 68-1/2” strips.

L 53778-2 Red
for binding

(8) 2-1/4” x WOF strips. Piece strips to form a continuous 
binding strip.

Cutting Notes: It is very important to mark and store your cutting pieces according to the block they have been assigned 
to, as this will make it much easier when you start piecing. Be sure to read the entire pattern before you begin.

M 53781-4 Black 1
outer border:
(7) 4” x WOF strips. Piece strips and subcut
__ (2) 4” x 67-1/2” strips and (2) 4” x 75-1/2” strips.

N 53781-3 White 7/8
pieced blocks: 
(12) 2” x WOF strip. Subcut  
       (25) 2” x 9-1/2” and (25) 2” x 8” rectangles.

Backing 5-1/8 75” x 90” piece of batting.

BLOCK ASSEMBLY

1. Sew together (1) A 2” square and (1) N 2” x 9-1/2” rectangle to make (1) long A/N unit. 

2. Sew together (1) A 2” square and (1) N 2” x 8” rectangle to make (1) short A/N unit. 

3. Sew (1) long A/N unit to right side of (1) F 8” x 11” rectangle. Note proper rotation of A/N unit.  
Add short A/N unit to bottom of A/N-F unit. Note proper rotation of A/N unit.  
Trim block to 9-1/2” x 12-1/2”. Make 3 F blocks.

5. Pieced rows. Arrange and sew together (5) pieced blocks and (4) 2-1/2” x 12-1/2” A sashing 
rectangles to make a pieced row.

6. Sew together pieced rows and (4) 2-1/2” x 53-1/2” A sashing strips to complete quilt center.
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ROW 5
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A SASHING RECTANGLES
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QUILT TOP ASSEMBLY

7. INNER BORDER Sew (1) 4” x 68-1/2” A strips to the left and right sides of quilt center, followed  
by (1) 4” x 60-1/2” A strips to the top and bottom of quilt center. 

8. Outer border. Sew (1) 4” x 75-1/2” M strips to the left and right sides of quilt center, followed  
by (1) 4” x 67-1/2” M strips to the top and bottom of quilt center to complete quilt top.

FINISHING: Layer quilt top, batting and backing together to form quilt sandwich. 
Baste and quilt as desired. Bind using L 2-1/4” strips.
