C 53494-3 Green fat
eighth

(1) 4” x 21” strip. Subcut (4) 4” squares.

J 53497-1 Red 2/3
(1) 4” x WOF strip. Subcut (2) 4” squares.
BINDING: (7) 2-1/4” x WOF strips. Sew strips via short ends.

S 53500-4 Blue 3/4

INNER BORDER:
(4) 1-1/2” x WOF strips. Subcut (2) 1-1/2” x 38-1/2” and  
     (2) 1-1/2” x 40-1/2” strips. 
OUTER BORDER:
(6) 2-1/2” x WOF strips. Subcut (2) 2-1/2” x 56-1/2” and  
     (2) 2-1/2” x 60-1/2” strips.

(4) 1-1/2” x WOF strips. Subcut (2) 1-1/2” x 36-1/2” 
     and (2) 1-1/2” x 38-1/2” strips.
(5) 4” x WOF strips. Subcut (48) 4” squares. 
(2) 6-1/2” x WOF strips. Subcut (48) 1-1/2” x 6-1/2”rectangles.
(2) 8-1/2” x WOF strips. Subcut (48) 1-1/2” x 8-1/2” rectangles.

BACKING 3-7/8 68” x 68” piece of batting

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PINWHEEL BLOCKS  
1. HALF-SQUARE TRIANGLE UNITS: Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of (1) Z 4” square.  
Place Z square, right sides together on (1) C 4” square. Sew 1/4” away from both sides of drawn 
line. Cut along drawn line to yield (2) CZ half-square triangle units. Open and press. Trim unit to 
3-1/2” square. Repeat to make a total of (8) CZ half-square triangle units.

2. PINWHEEL UNIT: Sew together (4) CZ units to make a Pinwheel Unit as shown. Make 2 units. 
Square to 6-1/2”. Note proper rotation of half-square triangle units.

3. PINWHEEL BLOCK: Sew (1) Z 1-1/2” x 6-1/2” rectangle to the opposite sides of CZ Pinwheel Unit, 
followed by (1) Z 1-1/2” x 8-1/2” rectangle to top and bottom. Square block to 8-1/2”. Make 2.

4. Repeat steps 1-3 to make remaining Pinwheel Blocks as shown, make (1) of each:

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BORDER ASSEMBLY 

5. INNER BORDER 1: Sew (1) Z 1-1/2”x 36-1/2” strip to the opposite sides of A 36-1/2” square, followed 
by (1) Z 1-1/2”x 38-1/2” strip to top and bottom.

6. INNER BORDER 2:. Sew (1) S 1-1/2”x 38-1/2” strip to the opposite sides of quilt center, followed by  
(1) S 1-1/2”x 40-1/2” strip to top and bottom.

7. PINWHEEL BORDER UNITS: Arrange and sew Pinwheel Blocks together as shown.  
Note proper rotation and placement of blocks. Make 4 Border Units.

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8. Sew Pinwheel Border Units 1 and 2 to sides of quilt top as shown. Note proper rotation of units.  
Follow with Units 3 and 4 for top and bottom of quilt top.

9. OUTER BORDER: Sew (1) S 2-1/2”x 56-1/2” strip to the opposite sides of quilt center, followed  
by (1) S 2-1/2”x 60-1/2” strip to top and bottom.

FINISHING: Layer quilt top, batting and backing together to form quilt sandwich. 
                     Baste and quilt as desired. Bind using J 2-1/4” strips. 
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
