CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS

Nine Patch Blocks

Fabric A:  (4) strips 3-1/2” x width of fabric

Fabric B: (5) strips 3-1/2" x width of fabric

Snowball Blocks

Fabric A: (3) strips 3-1/27 x width of fabric;
re-cut into 3-1/27 squares

Fabric B: (7) 9-1/2” squares

Borders

Fabric C: (8) strips 1-1/2” x width of fabric

Fabric D: (2) strips 6-1/2" x 47-1/2"along vertical
length of fabric for vertical borders
(2) strips 6-1/27 x 41-1/2" along
vertical 1engt}1 of fabric for horizontal borders

Binding

Fabric B: (6) strips 2-1/4"x width of fabric

Postcards

Fabric B: Cut out 7 different cards along the edges
of each print

Fabric A and Interfacing: Cut 7 postcard backs and interfacing
to the same size as each of the print cards

Cut 7 gold ribbons 18” long

Baclzing and Hanging Pocket

Fabric F: (1) 8-1/2" x width of fabric strip for
hanging poclze’t
(1) width of fabric x 727 strip

Sewing: All seams are 1/4”. Press all seams as you sew.

Block Assembly

1. Nine Patch Blocks: Sew the strips together as follows:
red/ho”y/red to make two units and ho”y/red/ho“y to
make 1 unit. Press seams towards red fabric. Re-cut the
units at 3-1/2” intervals to make block rows. Sew the
rows together to complete the block. Make 8. (See Fig. 1)

2. Snowball Blocks: Place a Fabric A square in each corner
of the large Fabric B squares. Sew in a diagona] line from
corner to corner as shown. Trim away excess fabric 1/4”
from the seam line. Fold the remaining triangle out and
press. Make 7.(See Figure 2)

Quilt Top Assem])ly

3. The blocks are sewn toge’t}ler checkerboard style alternat-
ing the Nine Patch blocks with the Snowball Blocks. There
are 5 rows of 3 blocks eachO dd numbered rows have 2 Nine
Patch blocks and 1 Snowball block. Even numbered rows have
2. Snowball blocks and 1 Nine Patch block. Sew rows toge’ther.

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4. Sew 3 strips of narrow green

5. Sew the Fabric D vertical

Fabric C borders toget}ler
at the short ends and re-cut
into (2) strips 456-1/2” 1ong.
Sew to opposite sides of the
quilt Cut remaining 2 strips
Fabric C to 29-1/2” and
sew to top and bottom of quilt.

borders to opposite sides of

Finishing
6. Layer the quilt top, Latting and })acleing. Quilt the center of the

quilt in diagonal lines using red thread. Using ivory thread quilt
in the ditch around both sides of the narrow borders. Using the
stripe print as a guide, quilt the outside borders in lines perpen-
dicular to the narrow borders to the outside edges at approximately

27 intervals.

7. Sew the }Jincling togetller into one 1ong strip. Fold in half

lengthwise with wrong sides together and press the fold line.
Pin the l)inding to the front of the quilt with raw edges togetller.
Fold the hanging pocleet in half lengt}lwise and position at the
top of the quilt with raw edges ma’cc}ling. Sew the })inding
around all the edges catching the hanging poclzet at the top as
you sew. Turn the folded edge of the l)inding to the back and
stitch in place. Sew the bottom folded edge of the hanging
poclze’c in place ]Jy hand talzing care to catch only the Laclzing
fabric and quil’c l)atting so the stitc}ling does not show t}lrough
to the top.

Christmas Cards
8. Layer the card, “Timtex” and }Jaclzing fabrics. Using a narrow

zig-zag S‘EitC}l, sew all 3 layers together around the outside edges.
Do minimal quilting around the Jfigures in each. Add crystals
sparsely to give sparlzle.

9. Position each card in the center of a Showball block. Refer to

the p}lOtO for placement of the cards on the quilt. Place the
center of a ribbon in the top left corner of each card and

zig-zag stitch in place at the center point only, going over the
same spot several times to secure. Sew all 7 cards in this manner.
Tie the ribbons into bows and use the wire to form a pretty
s}lape in each bow.
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
